EXPLODED VIEW

Adjustment Tool
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NOTE: When installing
sear pin, ramp on top
of sear pin faces to
the front of rifle.
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Safety/Bolt Lock is located at top of left grip. Sliding safety lever
upward, into notch engages safety and places rifle in "SAFE”
position.

Shiding safety lever down, out of notch, places rifle in “Firing”
position.

Bolt can be locked open by moving operating handle to rearmost
position and at this time pushing roller into the notch in the shroud.
Breech, chamber, and barrel cleaning are easily performed in this
position.

Safety is engaged only when lever i1s up in the notch, when lever i3
out of notch, rifle is in “Firing™ position,

LOADING THE RIFLE: After loading your Magazine, insert it
into the bottom of the handle and push it into the rifle as far as
possible. When fully inserted, the Magazine Catch will hook the
Magazine and hold it in its proper position. Making sure your
fingers are nol touching the trigger, point your rifle in a safe
direction and with your other hand firmly grasp the operating
handle and pull it as far rearward as it will go. RELEASE THE
OPERATING HANDLE FROM ITS REARMOST POSITION
ALLOWING IT TO GO FORWARD ON ITS OWN ACCORD.
This procedure places the first cartridge into the chamber and the
oun is ready for firing. Subsequent feeding and ejection operations
are performed automatically until the rifle is empty.

CAUTION: UNLOAD YOUR RIFLE IF YOU DO NOT
INTEND TO SHOOT IMMEDIATELY!

UNLOADING WITHOUT FIRING:  Always point your rifle
in a safe direction before attempting to unload it. To unload
unfired cartridges, move the Magazine Catch inward untl the
Magazine can be pulled from the rifle. AFTER THE
MAGAZINE IS REMOVED, PULL THE OPERATING
HANDLE TO THE REAR TO REMOVE THE CARTRIDGE
FROM THE BARREL CHAMBER. As a safery precaution,
always check the Barrel chamber viswally by holding the
Operating Handle back and looking into the Boli, Chamber and
Magazine cavities.

DISASSEMBLY:

Rifle must be unloaded to perform disassembly. Magazine must
be removed. Using a 5/16" wrench or nut driver and the adjustment
tool provided with the ritle, unscrew the shroud screws and set
them aside. Next, unscrew the operating handle (7/16") and the
barrel ring bolt, then remove the receiver clip. The receiver shroud
and barrel shroud can be lifted off al this time and the firing
assembly can be removed. Pull bolt retainer clip rearward until
it stops. Pull breech bolt rearward 1/4" and lift upward. This
removes bolt assembly from receiver. Reassemble by
reversing disassembly procedure. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN
ANY SCREWS OR NUTS. SNUG IS SUFFICIENT.

SIGHT ADJUSTMENT

VERTICAL CORRECTION (ELEVATION)
COARSE ADJUSTMENT (Front Sight): To raise point of impact,
lower front sight. To lower point of impact, raise front sight. DO
NOT OVERTIGHTEN SET SCREWS.

FINE ADJUSTMENT (Rear Sight): To raise point of impact, raise

rear sight. To lower point of impact, lower rear sight.

The sight can be raised and lowered by turning the sight elevation
SCrew.

HORIZONTAL CORRECTION (WINDAGE)
To move point of impact to the right, move peep sight to the right.
This is accomplished by turning the windage screw on the right side
of the sight holder.
