GENERAL INFORMATION

The basic design of all aver and under shelguns is similar... our gun is outstanding dus to:
1. The careiul selected matarials used in many of our parts
2. The fit and finish of the metal to metal paris match as well as the wood to metal fit

EXTERNAL CONTROL PARTS

TOP LEVER - The tap laver controls the locking of the breech of the barrels to the raceiver,
To open the gun, move the top lever to its extréme right hand position and ease down the
barrels. The top lever will remain in the "open’ pasition untll the barrels are again closed and
locked, when the barrels are closed the top lever automatically returns to the center position
and the gun is ready to fire. Note: when closing the barrels do not retard the top leaver or
impade it's movement to centar position, It is not necessary that the top lever return to a
completely centered position; in fact, it usually will not do so ina new gun. The breach fit an
a new gun is very tight and will not close completely if sand or foreign matter acclimate.
Thus, if the breach does not close completely activate safaty, point gun in safe dirsction,
and unlead gun. Then examine the action and remove foreign matter,

BARREL SELECTOR - The barel selectar button is part of the automatic safety button
located on the top tang direcily behind the top opening lever, When the leiter "S" is visible,
s it is after cocking the gun, this indicates that the gun is in the =afe mode),

When the switch iz moved lo the right side you have selected the lower barrel, With the
switch maved 10 the lett you have selected the upper barrel. The recoil from the first round
will set up the other barrel tor the next shot. Barrel salection can only he made with selactor
in safe position.

When the selector button is pushed forward to cover letter "3, the gun will be off safety and
ready to shoot.

EXTRACTOR - Extractor partially extract all cases for easy ramowval by hand.

RELEIVER - The receivers of all Sabalti shotguns are machined from one block of forged
stael and theh thay are heat treatad to give them strength and durakility.

BARRELS - The barrelz are made of chrome mally steel with steel mono blocks, All barrels
are proof fested to 50% more than normal chamber pressures to insure their safety
Markings on barrel reflect proof house markings.

STOCK AND FOREARM - The stock and forearm are a high gloss wood and do not require
oiling as the melal parts do. Since these parts are wond we recammend thai you treat them
with care,

DIRECTION FOR ASSEMBLY

Make sure that gun is unloaded and pointed in & safe direction at all times. There is No

exsuse for not being careful,

1. Remove barrel and forearm from their plastic covers and remove forearm from barrel, If
forearm is attached to barrel, remave it by releasing forearm lalch lever and sliding
forearm off. Never force forearm on or off.

2. Remave stock and action from plastic cover and lubricate all contact points with light oil,



. T attach barrels and forearm to receiver, hold the receiver at the pistol grip and tuck the

bt section betwesan your hady and arm above waist. Hold barrel from underneath with
the other hand and hook bamel trunnions over recesses with barrel polnted down at 45
degree angle fo receiver.

. With the top lever pushed to the right, pivot the barrels upward until they are lockad inta

tha receivar, This is a very tight fit. If binding is fell, stop and try again, Do nol foree! 1!

. To attach the forearm to the barrels, hold the gun by the barrels and rest stock on your

leq. Wih forearm at 30 degree angle to barrel, slide the rear portion of forearm onto
receiver. Fit Lgs of forearm into receiver bottom, Gently pivot the forearm onto the barrel.
Make =ure the forearm latch is closed [laying flat against forearm). Never farce the
farearm onto the barrel, it will crack or be damagead if forced.

DIRECTION FOR DISASSEMBLY

Make sure the gun is unloaded and pointed in a safe direction. Make sure the safety is on,
There is no excuse for not being careful.

. Remowve forearm from barrel by releasing forearm latch and pivoling forearm away frem

barrel.
Remove the barrals from receiver by grasping the stock at the pistol grip and placing the
stock between your arm and body with trigger guard down

. With one hand holding the barrels, push the top lever to the right until it locks into

position. Gently let the barrels pivol downward till they sra free of the receiver. You may
reattach the forearm 1o the barrels for storage. Follow sleps outlined in assembly but only
loek foregarm on barrel.

We strongly recemmend that the top lever be moved back to the middle position. To

accomplish this, push lever to right and depress the top lever release button lpcated an
the upper left corner of the braach face, near the top of the receiver. (Sea Fig. 2)

. Ta store gun for long period of time we recommend that you use dummy rounds in

chambers and release both triggers. Thus firing pin springs will ke in nautral pasition and
chambers will be protected from dust.

TO FIRE YOUR SHOTGUN

Maka zura the gun ig pointed in g safe direction and that you are wearing ear and aye
protecticn.



2. Engage safety.

3. Open gun using top lever {push to right) and ingpect that barrels are free of blockage.

4. Make sura that firing pins are net protruding from breach face. If theay are, stop procadure
and refurn gun to manufagiure,

5. Load correct carltidges into chambers and dlose gun.

B. Do not remave safety until you are ready to fire gunlll Barrel selection can be made a
thig time by moving the barrel selector/satety to right {lower barrel) or to the left for Lpper
barel, Selector must be in zafe position to maks barrel selaction,

7. Put safety back on after firing.

. After firing cne barrel it is not necessary 10 move selectar switch ta athar harral, simply
release trigger 1o original pesition and pull trigger only when you are ready to fire second
found.

** Warning if you hava a hang fire do not opem gun for 60 saonds™*

TO UNLOAD SHOTGUN

1. Make sure that gun is pointed in safe direction,

2. Engage safety it not already engaged.

3. Break gpen gun using top lever,

4. Remove empty cases by hand. Be careful the case may be hat.

5. Chack barrel to see that there are no chatructions,

B. It is always a good idea to check spant cases for deformation. If you see something that
is out of the normal, check your gun out thoroughly. If you have a question please feel ta
call ug or writa us.

CLEANING

Feriodically clean the bare with proper cleaning equipment and il all metal surfaces with a
good ail. Make sure that Ihe mating sufaces of the receiver and of the barrel are clean and
lightly ciled to ensure proper locking and prevent wear,

WARNINGS

1. Make sure the ammao that you are using is the correct size and gauge. Chambers marked
3" magnurm will also use 2 34" and 3* 2halls,

2. This gun was manufactured to preform preperly with original parts as designed. It is your
duty to make sure any part you buy is installed correctly and that neither replacement nor
originals are altered or changed. Your gun is a complex tool with many parts that must
relate correclly to the other parts, Putting a gun together wrong or with modified parts can
result in a damaged gun, danger, and injury or death to you and others thraugh
malfunction. Atways let a qualified gunsmith work on your gun or at least check any work
not preformed by a gunsmith. At EAA we think it is 3 small price to pay for fireams safety.

Maver rely on a gun's “safety’ to protect you from unsate gun handling. A “safaty” is only &
mechanical device not a substitute lor common sense.

Keep your fingsr OFF THE TRIGGER until you are actually aiming at the target ready to
shoot. Den't alter or modify your gun. and have gun serviced regularly,

Be cariain the gun is unloaded before cleaning.

Always empty gun betore entering a house, car, truck. boat, BY, camp, or any building.
Mever leave a loaded gun unattended.

Store guns and ammunition separately BEYOND THE REACH OF CHILDREN.

Don't “test the safety” by pulling the trigger whan the safety is on.

BEe sure of your target end backstop before you shoot. Ask yourselt what vour bullat will it if it
misses the target.

Be sure the barrel is cear of cbstruction before shooting.

Guns and aleohal or drugs dom't mix. Don't take them before or during shocting activities.
Mever pull a gun towards you by the muzzle. Don't climb a tree or cross a fence or ditch with
4 loaded gun.

Load and unicad with the muzzle pointed in a safe direction.

If a gun fails to fire when trigoer is pulled, keep it pointed at the target for at least 60
seconds. Sometimes slow primer ignition will cause a “hang fire” and the cartridge will go oft
after & short pause.

Mever shoot at hard flat surfaces or water., . bullet will ricochet

Whan receiving a gun always open the action and check that it’s unloaded

Mever put your hand over the muzzle of a gun.

Maver laave a gun were it could fall and fire.

Always wear protective shooling glasses when shooting on the range ar in field or forest,
Old or reloadad amma may be dangerous. We recommend against Lsing it.

Spectators should be 10 fest behind and away from the shooter while loading, firing and
unloading

Wear hearing protection when shooting, or at a shooting range, or near shooting activilies.

Load the gun anly when on the ranga praparing to fire, and unload it before leaving the
range.

Don'l try to change your gur's trigger pull, because alteration of trigger pull usually affect
sedr engagements and may cause accidental firing.

If you do drop your gun, unload it and check it for proper function before using it again.
